MIHI 

During weeks 36 to 49 and 2 to 18 (not during week 8). 

The MIHI programme offers young people between the ages of 12 and 19 time slots in Turku for 

over 40 different types of sports, free 

of charge. The selection is varied and includes both individual and team sports. In addition to 

sports, it is possible to independently use The Kupittaa skating rink and to go cross-country skiing 

in Impivaara (equipment free of charge). Young people can also book a time slot 

at a school in Turku just to have fun and play sports together. You do not need to sign up for Mihi 

time slots in advance (excluding billiards and laser tag).
